Remove and Install for Maintenance as Needed
Clean and flush existing gutters and downspouts thoroughly with water prior to installing gutter guard.

Adjust the panel over the top of the lip of the gutter and press the rear section downward so it rests on top of the 
hanger screws, the panel will spring slightly and hold in place. Secure the panel to the gutter lip by installing three 
screws, one on each end and one in the middle.

When reaching the gutter corner, mark and cut a diagonal angle beginning from the gutter nose. Cut and remove the 
face of the next panel to conform to the angle and align tight together.
